Pre-School thru 2nd grade Childrenôs Liturgy / 11AM Mass 
Today in Childrenôs Liturgy of the Word we asked the ques-
tion?  What is a king? We shared with the children that a king 
is someone who has power to rule over others. He is so rich 
everything in the kingôs country belongs to him. He wears fine 
clothes and wears a crown on his head. People have respect 
for a king because they believe he is special. Today we cele-
brate the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ King of the Uni-
verse. We told the children that just as people have respect for 
an earthly king and believe he is special, we also respect and 
love Jesus our King. We also believe he is special-He is much 
more special than an earthly king! Like an earthly king Jesus 
also has power, but he uses His power to love everyone. He 
never used His power for himself.
