Temptation is an attrac-
tive lie, and sin is the deliberate choice of the lie over Godôs 
truth. When we are tempted we can remember what Jesus did. 
Donôt we always want to do the things that make God happy? 
We can say no just like Jesus said no to temptation. Jesus 
prayed in the desert. When we are tempted, we can pray. With 
the help of the Holy Spirit, we can discern 
Godôs truth over temptation and sin. Lent 
allows us to do penance and return to fol-
lowing Godôs law.
