Diaconate Aspirancy Process:  At this time, the 
Diocese of Grand Rapids is accepting inquiries from men 
interested in the diaconate. To be considered, an applicant 
must be a Roman Catholic at least 30 years of age 
(minimum age for ordination is 35), who is an active mem-
ber of his parish (located within the Diocese of Grand Rap-
ids) with the support of his Pastor. He must be in good 
health, of sound moral character, mature faith, regular prac-
tice in the sacramental life of the Church, and have a sense 
of vocation to service. If married, he must be in a valid 
Catholic marriage for a minimum of five years, have the 
support of his wife and family, and be in a strong, stable 
marriage. If unmarried, he must be willing and able to com-
mit to celibacy. Although an upper age limit for application 
has not been established, the expectation is that ordained 
deacons will have the health and energy to provide a mini-
mum of ten years of ordained ministry to the Diocese of 
GR.
